Remembering the Past

The Ice Beavers have a winning, celebrated and successful
history through the late 60s and 70s.

Head Coach Jim Fanizzi led the first Varsity team to a 12-2-2

record, good for second place, in 1972-73.

A young Lou Vairo led CCNY to a second-place finish in the
1974-75 season with an 11-4-2 record. Vairo went on to
greater glory as a member of the USA coaching staff in 1980’s
Miracle on Ice gold medal finish in 1980. He was the Head
Coach of the USA National team in the 1984 Olympics and an
Assistant with 2002 USA silver medalists.

The Beavers maintained an outstanding record for eight sea-
sons, consistently making the playoffs and winning the first
City University (CUNY) Hockey Tournament under Head Coach
John Meekins in 1978. With its short but notable existence,
CCNY teams produced six Alumni Varsity Association Hall of

Fame recipients that have been unanimously enshrined.

CCNY had one of the top teams in the New York metropolitan

area in the 70s and are recreating the same attitude and

educational opportunities today.
